• “The Great Frederick Fair” (written) and/or GFF Wheat Logo / Banner 

• Art Theme: Anything FAIR! 

• Presenting Sponsor Name or Logo (The Mercer Family) 

• The artists’ individual Sponsor Name AND Logo (will be sent separately) 

• Artist signature and year 

• (OPTIONAL) Annual Fair Theme:
