Use rubber cement
or permanent spray adhesive. Framing is not allowed. No entries with glass will be
accepted.

4. Canvas must be secured with screw eyes and wires.

5. Original artwork is not copied. Your own photographs are excellent resource
material. Copyrighted material (i.e., cartoon characters) will not be accepted.

6. Wet paintings, obscene or questionable artwork are unacceptable.
